ITINERARY

Day 1: Reykjavik – Snaefellsnes Peninsula

This morning you pick up your rental vehicle and drive north from Reykjavik along the beautiful west coast of Iceland

to the Snaefellsnes Peninsula. You will spend two nights in this fantastic area, giving you time to explore the region.

Less visited than the south coast you’ll find fewer tourists here and more time to enjoy the quiet and peaceful nature.

Day 2: Snaefellsnes Peninsula

A full day today to explore, do some hiking, kayaking, take a boat tour out on Breidafjordur Bay, a tour up onto the

Snaefellsjokull glacier or just relax and enjoy the ocean side views with seals sunning themselves on the rocks and

puffins by the thousands.

Day 3: Return to Reykjavik

Today you will drive back south to Reykjavik and turn in your rental vehicle. You may choose to stay on in Reykjavik

for a few nights, join an escorted tour or fly on to your next destination. If you are flying out of Keflavik International

Airport today we can arrange for you to drop off your rental vehicle at the airport for a small drop fee. Please inquire
